Correspondent and cousin Kerry Jackson Sept 2010, says Solomon died in 1806 after being thrown by his horse and hitting
his head on a rock.
If you have his brother's pension requests (Samuel and David's) also, you'll read that his younger brother James T. Rhoades
testified that Solomon was the oldest of ten children of Samuel Rhoades and Abigail Thorpe of Dedham.

Rufus served in The War of 1812 with the Winslow Army unit. Pvt, Capt J L Childs Co, Lt Col H Moore's Regt; raised at
Winslow, service at Wiscasset Sept 12-27, 1814. Adna Reynolds also served with this same unit. His occupation was a
farmer, which he pursued until he was 84 years old. At that time he was living with son Snell Rhoades and his wife Harriet.
We are not sure where he and Abigail are buried, but there are two "empty" lots right next to his son John and his wife Nancy
in Fort Hill Cemetery, Winslow. Probing indicates two coffins there. Since John died before his father, perhaps the money
saved for Rufus and Abigail's stone went for his son's stone instead, and no one else had the means or interest in providing
stones for this first generation in Maine. A new stone has been placed there for them 2011.

"The Eastern Mail" paper of Waterville Maine ran an article "Talk About Winslow" in its April 22, 1864 issue about the early
settlers of Winslow (when Rufus Rhoades was still alive). I found a transcript at the Taconnett Genealogy Library in Winslow.
Selected quotes include from Page 44: "These farms are stony and harder to till than any other except that owned by Col.
Britton. ..... Rufus Rhoades formerly owned the farm now owned by Col. Britton. ... R. Rhoades [came] from Pelham, NH".
We know that the Rhoades family came from Pelham Mass to NH when Rufus was a child [History of Antrim, Hillsborough,
NH]. Rufus told census enumerators that he was born in NH. Perhaps he really was born in Pelham Mass and only
remembered NH from his childhood and confused the right town with the wrong state when he talked with this reporter.
Hillsborough and Antrim NH (see Solomon's story) border each other; Pelham NH is a long ways away on the Mass border,
and no where near Pelham MA.  My guess is that Rufus was born in Pelham MA like the children born before and after him,
and that they later moved to NH.

At the NERGC 2009 conference, I looked at and immediately bought the new book VR of Stoughton MA to 1850 by David
Allen Lambert 2008. John and Nancy's marriage date had been missing after nearly 30 years of searching. For some reason,
they had come back to MA to marry, even though both were born and lived in central Maine. The index shows other Rhoades
and Reynolds cousins in town there, and also fills in some blanks for previous generations. They were married by Isaac Smith,
Pastor of the Baptist Society in East Stoughton, "both parties from Stoughton".
John B Rhoades died April 29, 1869, leaving a personal estate worth $1000 and real estate worth $2000. His land is described
as about 100 acres bounded on the west by the Sebasticook River, south by land of John B Stratton, north by Chales C
Stratton and Charles E Warren, and east by L. Bangs. Left 7 minor children in 1869: George, Clara, Frank, Anna, John, Fred,
and Roland. John's father Rufus age over 80. John B Stratton, administrator. Estate included 8 casks containing 100 gallons of
wine. Bills from Dr Bantelle and Dr Crosby. Silas H Rhoades bought some land for $725. John also had land in Winslow
known as the bog lot, 35 acres worth $75. Nancy Rhoades was appointed guardian to Clara E, Frank C, Anna L, John F, Fred
L, and Roland E, Feb 28, 1870. John, Fred, and Roland each owned 1/7 of the homestead farm. Nancy sold this 3/7 in 1881 to
pay expenses of guardianship. The Winslow VR book is unclear on the death date of John, but the microfilm of the original
records, v2 p237 clearly says April 29, 1869. His mother is on the same page as June 1, 1869. Those dates "are also
recorded on page 307 of the New Book", but that does not seem to be on the microfilm. I purchased a new stone for him in
2011, since his old marble stone is nearly illegible from acid rain and being broken by vandals.

George Rogers, Historical Society of Litchfield, says 2010 "Thomas Morgridge lived on the Upper Pond Road where I live
and where Elder Levi Rhodes lived.  Thomas' house currently belongs to Ed Avis, a member of HSOL, and he has done a
good job of restoring it.  When I was a boy (I'm now seventy-five), the house was a wreck.  After years of looking, Ed found
the Morgridge cemetery down near the pond.  (He had to probe, all the stones were flat and buried and some were broken.)
We wondered for years in which church Thomas served as deacon.   We eventually found that the Litchfield selectmen
divided Litchfield into three religious districts in the early 1800's.  Thomas Morgridge and John Brown (Levi Rhodes later
purchased  the Brown house ) were deacons of the East Baptist district.  They never did have a church building.  My guess
would be that Elder Levi Rhodes may have belonged to the Kendall Chapel on the Pond Road but I don't know.  He was
known for his belief  that the world would end soon etc.  He reportedly didn't harvest his crops one year because he felt the
end was imminent.  His daughter, Emma, married into the Small family and I'll check with the Small descendants to see if
they know which church Levi attended."
He also adds, I'm the genealogist with the Historical Society of Litchfield.  According to the History of Litchfield, written in
1895 by Oliver Barrett Clason, Deacon Thomas Morgridge, an early settler, came to Litchfield from Harpswell.

Robert Tukey of Exeter, N.H., died peacefully Friday, April 28, 2017, in the arms of his longtime life partner,
Doreen Currier.
Born to Clifford and Doris Tukey in Porter, Maine, Chet's young life revolved around daily comings and goings of
his parents' eponymous mercantile, Tukey's General Store. Situated at the intersections of Routes 135 and 27
next to the post office in Belgrade, Maine, the store provided the first stage for Chet's uniquely affable
personality.
"I've heard so many stories about how the store was the center of the town's universe," said his daughter, Lynn
Bauchinger of South Portland. "That's where Dad learned his social skills, the wheeling and dealing and
customer service, and that there was nothing that couldn't be fixed. His love and zest for life was all fostered right
there."
His sister, Marion Hanrahan Tukey, who predeceased him by nearly 10 years, often shared stories of her brother
charming his way from behind the cash register to steal away with their grandfather, Jim, to pursue his lifelong
passions of fishing and hunting in and around the Belgrade Lakes region.
"Being around Dad was magic as a boy," said his adopted son, Paul Tukey, of Falmouth, who now resides in
Potomac, Md. "Everyone loved him; he was always the life of the party, but he also loved camping and the quiet
of the lake. He had a tremendous respect for nature and all of its joys; he's the guy who taught me how to fish,
how to throw a ball, how to maneuver a chainsaw and especially how to work - all the practical, frugal life skills.
He would also do anything for anyone on a moment's notice, especially his children, and I'll never ever forget
that."
All those varied skills served him well after graduating with an electrician's certificate from Maine Vocational
Technical Institute in South Portland. For many years Chet owned and operated Tukey's New & Used Auto Parts
in Waterville, where he met his best lifelong friend, Roger Hodgdon.

One other thing: He was
always looking for a deal and he often found one. He was happy as heck if he could pick something up, spruce it
up, and sell it for a profit."
Never idle in the final years of his life in New Hampshire where he found great comfort with Doreen and her
family, Chet remained busy as a handyman and school bus driver. With an ever-present twinkle in his eye, he
retained his sense of humor until his final hours.
"He just lit up the room the minute he walked in," said Doreen, echoing the sentiments of so many. "Nobody
ever had a bigger heart."
